A survey of Meals OnWheels programs in all 50 states, conducted by
the Meals OnWheels Association of America (MOWAA) in May, paints
a graphic and disturbing picture of the serious impact that skyrocket-
ing gas and food prices are having on Senior Nutrition Programs and
the frail, vulnerable homebound seniors they serve in communities |
across America. National trends are reflected in the Meals OnWheels [§
program serving seniors in Ada and EImore counties.

Trends: - —

Fifty-eight percent of Meals On Wheels programs responding reported they
had lost volunteers due to gas prices. Locally, Meals On Wheels lost five volunteer
drivers in the last week of May due to higher gas prices. (See page 2)

Nearly half (48.3%) of the programs indicated that increases in gas prices had
forced them to eliminate or consolidate meal delivery routes. Already-vulnerable se-
niors, who rely on Meals On Wheels, are being put at even greater risk of hunger, poor
health and nutritional status, and even loss of life.

Over one third (38.2%) of the Meals On Wheels programs reported a change
in the type of meals served. One commonly-cited change was movement away from
hot, freshly prepared meals to frozen meals. Nearly one third (30.2%) reported a
reduction in the frequency of meal delivery

“Our food costs have increased dramatically over the past six months,” said
Angela Spain, Program Manager for Senior Nutrition at the Central District Health
Department, “This has forced us to make critical decisions about the meals we serve
our seniors. Seniors will still get a well-rounded nutritious meal that meets program
requirements, but extras like desserts and salads may disappear because of cost.”

Nationwide, more than one fifth (21.8%) of the programs indicated they were
forced to reduce the number of meals they served, and well over a third (38.2%) had
to resort to reducing the number of clients the program could accept.

“We've never had to turn anyone wanting meals away,” said Spain.“But higher
food and gas prices may force us to consider creating a waiting list.”

For the first time since the program’s inception in 1974 it costs more than six
dollars to produce and deliver a meal, even with volunteer drivers. Seniors were
asked to make a $3 donation, but as of July 1 the request went up to $4.

“Most of our seniors are living on fixed incomes,” notes Spain. “And a dollar
per meal is about all they can afford.”

The rest of the program’s operating expenses come from federal, state and
county funds, special events like the Culinary Walk-About, and donations from the
public. The balance is absorbed by the Central District Health Department’s general
fund, often to the tune of thousands of dollars per month, and at the expense of other
health department program areas.

Billy Parker is so happy to see his Meals On
Wheels driver Gregg Nichols every day that he actu-
ally races as fast as he can to the door to greet him
before the doorbell rings. “It’s a little game we play ev-
ery day,” said Parker who has been receiving Meals On
Wheels for the past 15 years.

Parker said he is just happy to be alive and to
have a second chance at life. He served as a sergeant in
Germany as a weapons specialist in the American Air
Force until an unfortunate near-fatal car accident in
1968 at the age of 22.

“I suffered from hypoxia or a lack of oxygen to
the brain. The doctors told my family they didn’t expect me to live and if | did
live, | would be blind, deaf, dumb and paralyzed from the waist down.”

Parker surprised everyone after months of rehabilitation by being able
to see, hear, and walk.“l have a few memory issues, but | can certainly think for
myself,” he said. Parker makes full use of his body mechanics — the left side of his
body appears as though he’s had a stroke and his mobility is limited, but he said
he is thankful to be alive and is in great shape, considering the circumstances.

He said Meals On Wheels has helped him tremendously. “I'm so thank-
ful for Meals OnWheels because it’s hard for me to cook. The meals are always
so wonderful and | especially like the meatloaf, green beans, corn and peas.
They're also always hot and very healthy,” he said.

Since the end of May, when the Meals
On Wheels program lost five volunteer drivers,
the community has reached out to help the pro-
gram in a couple of ways, according to Cheryl
Johnson, Community Meal Services Supervisor.

“We received over 24 calls from the
public and were able to not only fill the five
routes that needed drivers, but an additional two
routes that also needed volunteer drivers,” she
said.“In addition to filling those daily routes, many
of the other folks volunteered to serve as back-up drivers and several folks donated
a total of $1385.00 specifically for gas.”

One of the individuals fulfilling a route every Monday is Michael Hobson who
decided to deliver a route using his bicycle.“I'm really trying not to be dependent on
a vehicle,” he said. He said the process has been a long time coming, but said using his
bike keeps him healthy and it fits his active lifestyle.

“When | found out Meals On Wheels needed a volunteer, | thought it would
be a perfect match,” he said. He started delivering June 9" and said despite the hot
temperatures, the delivery has left him feeling invigorated. “I really enjoy the exercise
and it’s also gratifying to serve the community at the same time.” He said the recipi-
ents are continually impressed that he delivers meals on his bike.“One neighbor even
commented — ‘Oh, meals on two wheels now.”

Hobson is the second volunteer to deliver meals using a bicycle. A few years
ago Kathy Vashro delivered meals for about a month using her bicycle.

“We appreciate the extra efforts of volunteers like Hobson who accomplish
Central District Health Department’s mission statement — Healthy People — Healthy
Communities — he truly is an example of this principle,” said Johnson.
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Brett Palmateer of Goody’s Soda Fountain & Candy Store in Hyde Park, had
aspirations to be a baker when he was younger. “My dad convinced me that baker’s
have really early hours.I’'m glad now | listened to him,” said Palmateer.“| really love the
business — | never have a unsatisfied customer. It’s nice to make them happy.”

Palmateer started working in the family candy store in Bend, Oregon when
he was 16. His family then decided to expand into ice cream — but they wanted a
premium, quality ice cream. Palmateer said they contacted the head of the dairy
department at Oregon State University to help them formulate a unique, rich blend

- they could use in their ice cream.The special formula is made by Eberhardt Dairy in
Brett Palmateer Bend, and Palmateer makes a monthly trek to pick up the several gallons of the secret
formula.

Palmateer eventually took over the family business and decided he wanted to move to a new area.
“| started reviewing different places around Oregon, Washington and Idaho and finally decided upon Boise
because it was affordable and the climate was nicer,” he said.

Palmateer opened Goody’s in Boise in 1996.The store features six regular flavors on a daily basis —
chocolate, vanilla, strawberry, chocolate, almond, Oreo and coffee bean. “During the summer, we make be-
tween 80 to 120 gallons twice a week and also add a couple of different flavors every day,” he said. Some of
those popular flavors include toasted coconut, lemon and Marionberry.  ( See coupon on back page)

In addition to selling ice cream, Goody'’s also sells two types of frozen yogurt, a sorbet, various types
of candy, carmel corn and pop corn and premium chocolates.

Goody’s has also been supporting the Meals On Wheels program since moving to Boise by making
various donations that have totaled into the thousands of dollars. For the past 12 years, and since its
inception, Goody’s has been one of the featured food establishments at the yearly Culinary Walk-About
event, which is the largest fund-raising event for Meals On Wheels.

“We appreciate the great support we have received from Brett and his establishment over the past
12 years,” said Angela Spain, Senior Nutrition Program Manager. “He is always so willing to help us with any
fund-raising activity we plan for Meals OnWheels. His is the kind of partnership made in ice-cream heaven.”
