CDHD staff have 

asked that CRP members receive access similar to guardian ad-litem.

ACES and Social Determinants of Health: 

Alexis and Jaime provided an overview of ACES, social determinants of health, and 

trauma-informed care. The Panel discussed how they can get parents the help they need to 

provide the best care possible to children and every solution for reunification. 

  

Case File Review Process: 

Nicole presented a process she has been working on for how the Panel will review the 

documents in a case file. The group discussed which cases to start reviewing. Brian has 

received several requests from people with cases open for extended periods (i.e. over 120 

days).  Members listed off key measures/points that they wanted as part of this rubric.  

It was suggested the CRP develop a form letter for the GAL and attorneys to introduce 

CRP members. 

 

Action Item: Alexis to research caseworker turnover and impact on a case. Nicole will finalize 

rubric by 12/17/18 and will email to everyone.  At next CRP meeting, request that Andie bring one 

case (e.g. ending in permanency hearing without aggravated circumstances) and CRP members 

walk through case together. 

 

Adjournment:  Delfina made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Nicole Noltensmeyer seconded, 

all in favor.  No further business was brought before the Panel; meeting adjourned at 5:04 PM.
